Information for Conference Participants:

1. The talks will be held in Science 201.   

2. The opening reception on Monday, July 17 as well as the banquet on Thursday, July 20 will be held in Seven Hills Center (at opposite end of campus).   (A campus map can be downloaded from the SFSU web-site.)

3. The excursion on Wednesday, July 19 will depart at 12:30 PM on Wednesday, July 19 from State St. – (just behind Seven Hills Center) and will return at 6:30 PM.  The excursion is a sightseeing tour of San Francisco.   Participants should bring cameras, sensible shoes, and layered clothing.  (San Francisco can be quite foggy and cool during July)

4. For participants who will be lodged in the Towers Residence at Centennial Square:   If arriving by taxi or private vehicle, they should stop in front of Mary Ward Hall, which is located on Font Blvd. (If coming from the airport, the vehicle should take Route 280 northbound, get in the right lane, proceed up Junipero Serra Blvd. , turn left on Holloway Avenue.  After crossing 19th Avenue, Holloway continues a short distance before becoming Font Blvd.   The Towers is located a short walk from Mary Ward Hall.   Check-in time is 4 PM on Sunday, July 16, and checkout time is 10 AM on Saturday, July 22.   Check-in and check-out are handled at the reception desk.

5. Parking:  Participants who arrive in their own vehicles should proceed to Lot 20 or 25 and pay on a daily basis at the pay station.  (Lot 20 is reached by entering the campus on State St. from Lake Merced Blvd.  It is a  multi-level parking  structure. Lot 25 is off-campus and is less convenient.)

6. The excursion for accompanying persons scheduled on Tuesday, July 18, will depart from just outside Science 201.   (This mini-excursion will visit the new DeYoung Museum in Golden Gate Park.   Museum admission is $10, or $7 for seniors (65 and over).   Carfare is $3.
